· Establish a positive classroom climate based on rights and responsibilities.

· Have students participate in setting group norms.
· Establish clear expectations for your students.  Discover what expectations they have for you.

· Allow students to set their own academic, social, and personal goals at the beginning of each school year.

· Help students to discover connections and common interests that they share with each other and with you.
· Teach and model effective communication skills.

· Create procedures that foster individual student accountability.
· Teach students how to disagree respectfully.

· Encourage students to solve their own personal problems as they arise.
· Help students to see the link between effort and outcome.
· Keep students actively engaged in the learning process.

· Teach problem solving strategies and creative thinking skills.
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
